Noblesse Oblige has no limits. The same determination that TY’s founder, 
Elias A. Cohen showed in creating his dream of a unique summer idyll, 
Tranquillity Farm and Camp, in the summer of 1919, has been steadfastly 
carried on for 100 years by so many dedicated Tranquillity-ites, whose 
names will be carried on high - with pride. There from the beginning, 
members of the extended Cohen family have been - and continue to be- 
instrumental in helping to keep the torch burning. After his passing in 
1952, Mr. Cohen’s niece Pearl C. Miller, with her beloved husband Henry 
always at her side, joined with a small but incredibly dedicated group of 
former campers and others (the Tranquillity Alumni) and created a net-
work that lasts to this day. Now known as the Friends of Tranquillity,    
everyone works together toward a single goal - the perpetuation of the 
Tranquillity Spirit. While the ‘physical part’ of Camp certainly has been 
updated, the original spirit, plus the lessons of Noblesse Oblige, remain 
true to the original. 
 
One of the finest current examples of Noblesse Oblige is the small but in-
credibly dedicated group of Tranquillity-ites who created, nurtured and 
grew what we are celebrating here today - the Florida Luncheon. What 
began as a means to keeping the TY flame burning during the long Winter 
months away from Camp, has grown into a major contributor to the 
Friends of Tranquillity. In each succeeding year, these remarkably hard-
working individuals challenge themselves to outdo last year’s results. 
 
Please look around you and give them (and yourselves) Three Loud Yays. 
Everyone remembers the story about a young Nat Menis, told at least 
once after a Friday Night Service each summer. The moral of the story per-
fectly illustrated the continuing example of Noblesse Oblige. For all the 
good things and lessons learned at Camp, Nat and so very many of his fel-
low Tranquillity-ites felt the burning need to help TY in any way possible. 
Those of you who might think yourself to be too young to help, many of 
YOU will in the future step into the shoes that we in our respective genera-
tions so proudly wear today. You can do it. You will do it. You MUST do it.
